A Gift from The Kellogg Family Foundation 

Livingston County Catholic Charities (LCCC) was the recipient of a generous grant of $5,000.00 from The Kellogg Family Foundation to outfit our family visitation room (The Kellogg Family Suite) and reception area in LCCC’s new Child Welfare Offices.  The funding will allow LCCC to create a home-like and comfortable setting where families meet for court-ordered, supervised visits as they work toward reunification.

Prior to receiving the funding, families met for supervised visitation at local libraries, LCCC’s boardroom, or other community facilities.   These settings did not provide the level of privacy and comfort needed to fully address the needs of the family during the reunification process.

The grant funds helped LCCC to purchase toys, movies, games, books, seating, a tv, shelving units and more for The Kellogg Family Suite along with seating, decor and lighting for the reception area.   LCCC staff had fun purchasing the games, toys and books for the various age groups to support the children who will range in ages birth to 17 years and their families who will use the room for supervised family visits. 

LCCC’s Child Welfare programs, Foster Family Care and Adoption, were licensed in April 2012 and began to serve children in July 2012.  The main objective of each program is to provide safety and permanency for the children.  Foster Care is a temporary solution to quickly secure a safe environment for the child while a plan is established for a permanent placement, whether the child is returned to their original home with additional services for the family in place, placed with a member of the extended family or the parental rights are terminated and the child is available for adoption.  

Additional funding was provided by The Kellogg Family Foundation to have a mural painted in The Kellogg Family Suite.  In keeping with our Howell roots, the Child Welfare Team along with The Kellogg Foundation chose a hot air balloon theme for the room that serves children of all ages.  Local artist, Pam O’Neil, spent over a week creating the colorful floating balloons of various sizes and clouds.
