Reflections... 
from the President

and Executive Director

This past year has seen a great deal of activity 
here at LCCC.  While most of it has been related to our 

program services, we’ve had some significant administrative success as well.

First, we completed the 2014-17 Strategic Planning cycle, accomplishing many of 
our goals for the four year period. This included the addition of the Prevention of 

Elder Abuse, Neglect and Exploitation (PEANE).  After two years, PEANE has provided 
workshops, presentations and related information to over 600 people, has formed a 

strong and diverse advisory body, and has brought this critical issue to the attention 
of the broader community. In addition, we’ve seen the demand for our Be Our Guest 
adult day service grow to the point that the program is at capacity on a regular basis.  

Board Members and Coworkers actively participated in the development of a new 
Strategic Plan, covering our fiscal years through June 30, 2022. This plan includes 
building on the successes of the previous goals, and identifies many new objectives 
to support goal attainment. One important goal for us is our message to the broader 
community. Despite only 30% of the people served identifying as Catholic, some 
Livingston County residents continue to believe that we only serve Catholics. Similarly, 
while 2/3rd of the people served are of low or marginal income, 1/3rd are not. LCCC 
has a special mission to serve the under-served, but we are here for all Livingston 
County residents, including those of middle or higher income levels.  During the past 
year, our coworkers served well over 3,000 people in our diverse array of services.

We are very grateful to the Loaves & Fish donors who collectively donated over 
$150,000 to the agency.  100% of the Loaves & Fish gifts go into our program 

services. This was also a good year for grant writing and our Salute to the 
Stars annual event, with each meeting the annual fiscal goal. The growth 

in this year’s budget helped to offset the struggles from prior years.

We are grateful to our donors, our volunteers and everyone in this 
community who supports us through time, talent, treasure or prayer.  

We could not do our work without this continuing support.  
This gratitude includes the 13 current board members, our 

45 coworkers, the 8 parishes of the Livingston 
Vicariate and the Diocese of Lansing.

COMBATING THE OPIOID EPIDEMIC IN OUR COUNTY!
LCCC offers Substance Abuse Treatment and a Drop-In Engagement Group for those who are struggling with addiction. The 
group is free, open to everyone and helps them to connect to treatment programs to aid in successful recovery.  LCCC also 
provides Substance Abuse Prevention in our communities and schools through our activities with the Livingston County 
Community Alliance (LCCA), The Big Red Barrel, Livingston Community Prevention Project (LCPP) and Communities Mobilizing 
for Change on Alcohol (CMCA). A current activity includes visiting medical facilities to educate and discuss their use of MAPS (MI 
Automated Prescription System) to assist in the prevention of over-prescribing controlled substances. It’s also a tool to assess 
patient risk.  Read more prevention efforts inside...

MENTAL HEALTH & SUBSTANCE ABUSE COUNSELING
Nationally accredited family agency offering counseling for 
individuals, groups, couples, families and children.  
●   Provided services to 383 people through substance 
	 abuse counseling; 835 people through mental health.
●   Provided a total of 3009 units of outpatient substance 	
	 abuse counseling; total of 6231 units of outpatient mental 	
	 health counseling. 
●   93% Mental Health clients report healthier coping skills, 	
	 76% report expressing their feelings more appropriately.
●   90% of Substance Abuse clients report having healthier 	
	 coping skills, 71% report feeling more mentally healthier 	
	 and 75% report making healthy choices.

Client Story:  Keith became addicted 
to heroin and woke up every day 

looking for it – his addiction 
was out of control. He became 
self-destructive, depressed 
and began to isolate himself. 
He was in denial about the 
devastation it was creating 
in his family, with his job 

and within himself. Keith said, 
“getting into trouble was the best 

thing that ever happened to me!”
Keith found himself in trouble with the 

law and was sent to rehab. It wasn’t working so he chose jail with 
the hopes of changing his life. Unfortunately, after getting out of 
jail, like many without a support system, he went back to his old 
friends and way of life.
Keith relapsed and found himself again in front of the judge who 
pulled him aside and gave him several local options for treatment. 
Keith didn’t want to be like several friends who had died of overdose. 
He chose to begin treatment through LCCC’s Engagement Group 
and was eventually moved into individual therapy and group 
therapy. Keith said, “I went to other facilities and did everything 
required. Nothing helped till LCCC.”
He chose LCCC because of their reputation and “they were affordable 
for someone without an income. I was welcomed with open arms.” 
Keith celebrates over one-year clean now and is excted about the 
changes in his life - his upcoming wedding and new business.

SUBSTANCE ABUSE PREVENTION
Communities Mobilizing for Change in partnership with 
the Livingston County Community Alliance (LCCA) and the 
Livingston Community Prevention Project (LCCP).
●  	LCCC continues to partner with the Michigan State Police 	
	 to conduct alcohol compliance checks at local licensed 	
	 liquor retailers with a compliance rate of 78%.
●  	Over 1,007.8 lbs. of medication was collected through 	
	 the Big Red Barrel this fiscal year.
●  	LCCA initiated Safe Homes – a county-wide effort to 	
	 change parental norms towards youth substance use. 
●  	Secured a 5-year federal grant from Drug Free 	
	 Communities to empower youth to address underage 
	 drinking, youth marijuana use and the opioid epidemic.
●  	Project Sticker Shock, held in conjunction with Livingston 
	 County Sheriff’s Dept., Pinckney Community Schools, 		
	 Community Mental Health, and students associated with 
	 the LCPP, had 15 students place stickers in over 25 County 
	 liquor stores. The stickers remind buyers that it is illegal to 	
	 purchase alcohol for minors.

FOSTER CARE AND ADOPTION
